67.11/19 Planning Applications  

Winterbourne
a) P19/15017/F – 70A High Street (Erection of a first floor side extension to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised, however the Parish Council would like confirmation that the extension will not have an effect on the adjacent tree.
b)  P19/15186/F – Magnolia House, Cloisters Road (Erection of single storey rear extension and front porch to provide additional living accommodation (resubmission of P19/4162/F) RESOLVED to raise an Objection. The Parish Council and the Conservation Officer both requested the extension be moved to the other side, but this has been ignored.  We re-iterate our original comments for P19/4162/F: the extension is too large and should be no greater than 50%  of the width of the rear elevation and the proposal is about 2/3 coverage.
Winterbourne Down & Hambrook
c) P19/15195/F – Garden Ground, Baytree Cottage (Erection of 1 no detached dwelling with new access and associated works) RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  Mr Farr, a neighbour of the proposed building, attended to object to the plans.  The drawings are very inadequate and lacking in detail. The plans also appear to include part of the neighbours’ land.  There is inadequate parking provision with any cars having to exit onto a very busy stretch of road and a dangerous junction.  It is felt that this would be an over massing of the sight. 
Frenchay
d) P19/15338/F – Mancroft, 53 Bristol Road (Demolition of existing dwelling. Erection of 6 no. flats, creation of access and associated works) RESOLVED to raise a strong Objection. Eleven members of the public attended to object to the proposal.  Mr Collard and Mr Carter, direct neighbours of the development voiced their objections to the Parish Council.  This building would be very overbearing to the neighbouring houses resulting in a loss of light and privacy.  It would be very close to number 51 and the shared access would be restricted.  There are already many flats in the immediate vicinity and there is not a need for anymore.  There is also inadequate parking allocation.  The entrance for the flats is directly opposite Malmains Drive, which is already a dangerous junction.  It would be a very inappropriate development for the site.

e) P19/15182/CLP – 66A Hambrook Lane (Conversion of existing garage) RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  There is already a lack of parking which would be made worse by the conversion of the garage.  The access is onto a dangerous bend.

P19/13484/TCA – Land at Westbourne Terrace (Works to fell 2 no. Lime trees situated within Frenchay Conservation Area) OBJECTION The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.
