Winterbourne
a) P20/21558/F – 27 Burrough Way (Erection of a two storey side, single storey rear and side extensions to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED, to raise an Objection.  The Parish Council have concerns the application would result in insufficient parking as the area appears too tight for three spaces.
b) P20/20971/F – Land at 72 Watleys End Road (Erection of 1 no. dwelling, creation of new highway access and other associated works) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
Winterbourne Down & Hambrook
c) P20/21330/TRE – 19 Prospect Close (Works to 3no. Sycamore trees as detailed within schedule of works received on 30th October 2020, covered by Tree Preservation Order TPO 23 dated 31/12/1973) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
d) P20/21959/F – 55 Bury Hill (Erection of two storey side and rear extension to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
e) P20/16986/F – Conifers, Filton Road (Erection of single storey building to form meeting space) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
f) P20/19207/F – Downsview Cottage, 26 Station Road (Erection of a two storey side extension to form additional living accommodation with the creation of first floor balcony. Erection of side porch) REVISED PLANS: Amended description and revised plans. RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
Frenchay
g) P20/20115/F – White Lion, Frenchay Common (Erection of new outside bar, installation of resin path, external lighting, timber pergola and new footpath access and associated works) RESOLVED, to raise an Objection.  The Parish Council are uncomfortable making a decision with the limited amount of information in the application. There are concerns regarding the impact on local residents of the new lighting, pergola and large fencing.  A member of the public attended the meeting to raise concerns for herself, a neighbour, and other residents. The main points of concern were the noise impact, a possible extension to licensing times, invasion of privacy with the new pergola and the unsightly large fence. It was also questioned whether a new licence was required to serve alcohol outdoors. 
h) P20/21775/F – Clic Cottage (Relevant demolition of existing flat roof extension and replacement with single storey side extension to form additional living accommodation (resubmission of P19/18430/F) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised. However, certainty is required regarding the correct boundaries of the property.

i) P20/21982/PNH – 42 Court Road (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 4.5 metres, for which the maximum height would be 2.9 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 2.9 metres) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.

P20/19763/PNH – 37 Bradley Avenue (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 4.8 metres, for which the maximum height would be 2.5 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 3.8 metres) PRIOR APPROVAL NOT REQUIRED. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

Winterbourne Down & Hambrook

P20/19728/TCA – Old Manse, Bristol Road (Works to 2no. Apple trees to prune back to previous points (approx 1m) to leave a height of 5m and radial spread of 3m. Works to crown reduce 1no. Prunus avium by 2m leaving a height of 6m and radial spread of 3m. Works to reduce height of 1no. Ilex aquifolioum, back to 2.5m, within Hambrook Conservation Area) NO OBJECTION. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/15284/F – Rose Cottage, Church Lane (Erection of single storey rear extension with roof terrace to form additional living accommodation) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did raise an Objection.

P20/00550/R3F – Land Between Fenbrook Close and the A4174 (Installation of 4m high acoustic fencing) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

Frenchay

P20/15517/TCA – Southview, Quarry Road (Works to fell 1 no. Silver Birch Tree which is situated in the Frenchay Conservation Area) NO OBJECTION. The Parish Council did raise an Objection.

P20/18765/F – Gloucester Lodge, Old Gloucester Road (Erection of a single storey side extension to from additional living accommodation (retrospective) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/19710/TCA – Belsay, Beckspool Road (Work to fell 1 no. Sycamore tree (T1), crown lift 9 no. Sycamore trees (G2) to a height of 5.2 metres and crown reduce 1 no. Sweet Cherry tree to a finished height of 6 metres and radial spread of 4 metres. Trees situated in the Frenchay Conservation Area) NO OBJECTION. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/16405/F – Friends Meeting House, Beckspool Road (Installation of PhotoVoltaic array to Eastern roof slope) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/16419/LB – Friends Meeting House, Beckspool Road (Internal and external alterations to include the installation of PhotoVoltaic array to Eastern roof slope. Repair works to windows to replace the parting beads and installation of secondary glazing) ) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

South Gloucestershire Council - Noted

· Notice has been given by South Gloucestershire Council of temporary footpath closures: LWB14 and LSG32, Winterbourne. Works will be operative from 23rd November for approximately 6 months.
· Notice has been given by South Gloucestershire Council of an Appeal Decision. P20/00804/F - The Old Barn, Gloucester Road, Winterbourne (Raising height of existing wall to 2m and erection of new 2m high stone wall) REFUSAL
· Notice has been given by South Gloucestershire Council of a Planning Enforcement Investigation. COM/20/082/OD: 9 Dawley Close, Winterbourne (Ongoing extension of wooden buildings in rear garden without planning permission) Cllr Jones advised there were concerns of a potential fire risk and is considering reporting to the Chief Fire Officer.
· Notice has been given by South Gloucestershire Council of a proposed 30mph speed limit order. B4058 Winterbourne Hill, B4058 Bristol Road and B4058 Whiteshill, Winterbourne.

· COM/20/0836/LB - Works to a Listed wall

· COM/20/0837/OD - Traffic is being diverted through Crossleys Farm which is private land. Supposedly permission for 100 houses has been granted.
In addition, the Parish Council have received concerns from residents regarding the felling of trees on the site. South Gloucestershire Councils Tree Officer was made aware with a request for an emergency Tree Preservation Order, which was issued on 29th October. Cllr Jones advised that, at present, there have been no planning applications submitted for this site.

· Former Frenchay Hospital Site

· COM/20/0569/BOC – The Observation Ward. The Clerk has received notification from Planning Enforcement that a site inspection had taken place on 4th November. It was noted that there was no tree protection fencing but there was no significant cause for concern. It was agreed that ‘while the relevant condition has not been complied with, it would not be expedient to pursue the matter further’. Photographs showing damage to the grass caused by heavy vehicles in this area have been forwarded to Enforcement and they have advised they will respond to us next week.

· Cllr Whatley enquired if we could find out what parking will be available either end of Lime Tree Avenue and the approach road from Clic Cottage. Residents have concerns that the play area and grass areas will encourage more cars to the area. Clerk to investigate

· Mancroft – Frenchay: Cllr Collins enquired if Cllr Jones had an update on the ‘Mancroft’ application. Cllr Jones advised he had asked for a response but none had yet been received. Cllr Jones will chase.
