The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting, which was hosted virtually, via Zoom, due to the current Covid-19 restrictions.  The Chairman advised of Zoom meeting etiquette.

50.10/20 Planning Applications
Winterbourne
a) P20/19763/PNH – 37 Bradley Avenue (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 4.8 metres, for which the maximum height would be 2.5 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 3.8 metres) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised. The Parish Council have concerns there is very limited access to the third floor and feel this could hinder necessary fire escape routes.
b) P20/18780/F – The Laurels, 57B High Street (Erection of outbuilding to form gym and garage) RESOLVED, to raise an Objection. The Parish Council require clarification of the size and access of the garage.

c) P20/18785/F – Melanie Cottage, The Stream (Erection of two storey side extension to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
d) P20/17979/O – Waverley Cottage, Old Gloucester Road (Erection of 85no dwellings and associated works (Outline) with all matters reserved) RESOLVED, to raise an Objection. The Parish Council feel there is not enough information on the application to make an informative decision. There are already concerns regarding an excess number of properties on the site and access to and from the site onto an already very busy road.
e) P20/19207/F – Downsview Cottage, 26 Station Road (Erection of a two storey side extension to form additional living accommodation with the creation of first floor balcony. Erection of side porch) RESOLVED, to raise an Objection. The Parish Council have concerns regarding the balcony overlooking neighbouring properties.
f) P20/19728/TCA – Old Manse, Bristol Road (Works to 2no. Apple trees to prune back to previous points (approx. 1m) to leave a height of 5m and radial spread of 3m. Works to crown reduce 1no. Prunus avium by 2m leaving a height of 6m and radial spread of 3m. Works to reduce height of 1no. Ilex aquifolioum, back to 2.5m, within Hambrook Conservation Area) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.

g) P20/18696/F – Fromewood, Frenchay Hill (Erection of front porch. Erection of single storey side and rear and first floor rear extensions to form additional living accommodation. Installation of 1 no. front and 1 no. rear dormers and increase in roof height to facilitate loft conversion) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
h) P20/18620/F – Taormina, Bristol Road (Demolition of existing extension. Erection of two storey side/front extension to form additional living accommodation. Erection of detached garage) RESOLVED, that No Objection be raised.
i) P20/18717/F – Coniscliffe, Beckspool Road (Raising of ridge height and installation of rear dormer to facilitate loft conversion) RESOLVED, to raise a Strong Objection. Concerns that this very significant loft conversion will invade the privacy of many gardens down Riverwood behind this property. The application draws parallels to the adjacent property that has had many dormer windows added, suggesting it is in keeping. However, this property is at an angle so that the proposed dormer windows directly overlook the rear gardens and back windows of Riverwood properties.
j) P20/18765/F – Gloucester Lodge, Old Gloucester Road (Erection of a single storey side extension to from additional living accommodation (retrospective) RESOLVED, that No Objection be made.

· Cllr Whatley advised of a new highway layout that the Parish Council have not been made aware of and could affect the Huntercombe car park. Clerk to obtain an updated highway plan. Clerk is investigating the existence of any new plans. Suzanne D’Arcy advised of a NMA P20/18799/NMA, which amends the road layout. Agreed by the Highways team through s278 process.
